We want you to know that we will be taking the following measures to ensure that you
feel comfortable continuing to worship with us.

- we will follow local health guidelines in our worship and meeting spaces with
additional cleaning and disinfection of surfaces including door handles, railings.

- Greeters will not be offering to shake hands. A friendly smile and acknowledgement
will continue to be given!

« Please refrain from shaking hands during the sharing of the peace. The words alone
convey the message.

- Communion assistants will thoroughly wash their hands with soap and water before
preparing items for communion, and afterwards.

 Although medical advice is that the common cup, when properly administered is
hygienically sound, we will only offer wine from individual cups.

« There will be no intinction of communion wafers (dipping into the wine)

« Those receiving communion will be asked to place their empty cup in one of the
plastic-lined containers provided.

« Our Ladies’ Auxiliary will continue to provide refreshments following worship, using
disposable cups and plates.

We will continue to include Holy Communion in all our services.
And, of course, if you are unwell, please stay home and follow the advice given by the
local health authority.

We look forward to seeing you this Sunday and following Sundays as we continue our
Lenten journey.
